Enclosed you will find a 2010-11 registration form for our Faith Formation programs. We will
begin processing registrations on May 3rd. Over the summer recess registrations can be turned
into the parish business office. These registrations will be dated and processed in late August.
Everyone will receive notification of your class assignment in early September. You may
register for all of our various programs and levels (with the exception of Sacraments and
summer Bible Camps) on the same form. A Sacrament registration form is necessary for the
Sacraments of Baptism, Reconciliation, Eucharist or Confirmation. First Reconciliation, First
Eucharist and Confirmation forms will be sent in a few weeks to those who were in our
program this past year.

The salmon colored Diocesan Health Form is also included and must be turned in to the office
with any registration form. One health form can be used for multiple children in the family —
just indicate which specific information belongs to which child.

All children and teens are welcome in our Faith Formation programs and should not be kept
away for financial reasons. The fees indicated on the registration form are collected to ease
our expenses. If payment at this time is a hardship, we will be happy to work it out with you.

Sacrament Preparation cChildren must be enrolled in a faith formation program for at least one year before
beginning the preparation process. If you meet the criteria you can indicate on the registration form that you would
like your child to be in sacrament preparation, Information and registration forms will be mailed to you or you can pick
them up at the Faith Formation office.

First Reconciliation and First Eucharist, students must be 2" Grade level or above. For Confirmation, students must be
11" Grade level or above.
